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Abstract:

The courtyard at Kom Ombo Temple dates to the Roman Period, specifically

the reigns of Emperors Augustus, Tiberius, and Domitian. Sobek and ‘@r-wr’
(Horus the Elder) are the two main deities worshiped at the temple along with the
deities that complete their respective triads and a wide variety of rituals and
offerings have been recorded on the courtyard’s columns and walls. One of the
most important and unique of these offering scenes’, recorded only once on the
lower frieze of the ninth column of the courtyard, shows Emperor ‘Tiberius’
presenting KOHL, to the gods ‘@r-wr’ and his wife ‘&A-snt-nfrt’. The offering
of eyeliner had multi-layered meanings in ancient Egypt, both as part of
otherworldly powers, religious rituals associated with deities and as a means of
adornment.
This article aims to study the offering of eyeliner recorded in the courtyard of
Kom-Ombo temple through the translation of its texts, highlighting linguistic and
calligraphic features in its writing, and discussing the importance of this offering
both by Emperor Tiberius and to the deities to which it is given.
